The Pulpit

The pulpit is reserved for the sermon suggesting the important role
of reflecting on scripture. The canopy is designed to reflect sound
and comes from the time when that was the means of amplification
to the congregation.

Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to
him, "Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have laid him, and I will take
him away." Jesus said to her, "Mary!" She turned and said to him in Hebrew,
"Rabbounil!" (which means Teacher). Jesus said to her, "Do not hold on to me, because
I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, "I am
ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God." Mary Magdalene
went and announced to the disciples, "I have seen the Lord"; and she told them that he
had said these things to her.

The Communion Vessels

The Eucharist (from the Greek meaning Thanksgiving), or Holy
Communion, is a sacrament at the center of Episcopal worship. A
sacrament is “an outward and visible sign of an inward and spiritual
grace” in the words of The Book of Common Prayer. The vessels used
are a chalice for wine, a paten for bread (or “host”), and a flagon for
additional wine. They are placed on a square white linen cloth called
the corporal.
