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The Communion Vessels

The Eucharist (from the Greek meaning Thanksgiving), or Holy
Communion, is a sacrament at the center of Episcopal worship. A
sacrament is “an outward and visible sign of an inward and spiritual

grace” in the words of The Book of Common Prayer. The vessels used

are a chalice for wine, a paten for bread (or “host”), and a flagon for

additional wine. They are placed on a square white linen cloth called
the corporal.

Presider: We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts. Sanctify them
by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy food and drink
of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament,
and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the
joy of your eternal kingdom. All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, and with him,
and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for
ever.
